TEG Sport team driver and co-driver and reigning MSA British Rally Champions, Keith Cro-
nin and Barry McNulty reignited their championship hunt with a fantastic drive to a dominant vic-
tory on this weekend's Rally Isle of Man, the fourth round of the 2010 Dulux Trade MSA British
Rally Championship.

Conscious of the suspension-related dramas that the team had encountered during a test on
the island earlier in the year Town End Garage, Cronin and TEIN Suspension had put a lot of ef-
fort into making the Subaru Impreza N15 behave over the notoriously tricky Manx lanes, and after
some fine tuning during the first loop on Friday Cronin, the current Pirelli Star Driver recipient,
never looked back.

Typically unpredictable weather during the event made tyre choice critical and for a long
time Cronin traded times with former British Champion Gwyndaf Evans. But when Evans slid off
and dropped a lot of time Cronin was able to control the pace, ending the opening day with a 1
minute 38 second advantage which he extended to an eventual winning margin of 1 minute and
44 seconds over Evans and co-driver Gareth Roberts.

Keith Cronin was all smiles at the ceremonial finish in Douglas: "I am very pleased to be back
here. The car worked well, in such treacherous conditions you need to have confidence and we
were able to push when we needed to. TEIN and TEG Sport have worked wonders to the car!"
Adam Gould and Craig Drew almost made it two TEG cars on the podium when the young paring
dragged their Subaru Impreza N11 up to second overall on Friday afternoon before an altercation
with a telegraph pole damaged the radiator and ended their rally. "Yes | am disappointed to be
having an early shower, but once we had the car working for us | was so comfortable in her, win-
ning the notoriously tricky Staarvey Stage was definitely a highlight! | have to say a massive
thanks to TEG Sport for all their help and can't wait for Ulster!" said Gould.

With Chilman retiring in sight of the flying fin-
ish on the last stage it means that the maxi-
mum points for the win take Perez and
Spooner to the top of the Championship ta-
ble with only two rounds to go.

other impressive showing in an unfamiliar
car on unfamiliar territory. With a late
morning start from Newtown, the pairing;
normally found in a 1.4 engine MG ZR this
year, would lead the field away as car 1 on
the event followed by several World Rally
Cars, set for 5 fantastic stages in the Ha-
fren and Myherin forests near Llanidloes.

Edwards set a time 25 seconds faster than
anybody else through the first nine mile
stage, and followed that up with a further
16 second blitz of his rivals in the following
test to head to service with a 41 second
lead. The afternoon would see two more
long stages in Myherin then a final blast
round the Sweet Lamb 'Spectator Stage,
so with two fresh Dunlops on the front of
the car and working well, the duo would
head off to consolidate their lead and aim
to gain more experience of the radically
different car. Yet the on-form crew would
slice a further 30 seconds out of their clos-
est challenger in just 9 miles, finding the
fast and flowing stages to their liking de-
spite having no experience competing on
many them prior to this event; a feat that
was repeated on the penultimate stage,
with a good flowing drive netting them a
further 39 second cushion.

After one more service interval and
the final four mile Sweet Lamb Stage com-
pleted in another fastest time, Edwards
and Collis would return to Newtown with a
winning margin of 2 minutes 51 seconds;
Edwards first overall rally victory. Edwards
and Collis will resume their BTRDA 1400
campaign on the Quinton Stages on July
10th, buoyed by two impressive wins in
two weekends.
