CLUB RULES

1/. TITLE:- The title of the club shall be the ‘Morecambe Car Club Ltd.” hereinafter called ‘The Club’.

2/. OBJECTS :- Further to stimulate interest in the sporting aspect of motoring by the organisation of suitable motoring and social events and to
protect the interests of sporting motorist by all possible means.

3/. MEMBERSHIP :- Membership is open to all motorists subject to the approval of the Committee, who may refuse an application for membership
and are not bound to give any reason for such a refusal. Applicants for Membership {which is in the two forms given in rule 4} shall complete and
present it to the Hon. General Secretary for consideration.

4/.SUBSCRIPTIONS.

(i) FULL MEMBERS:- The annual subscription for full members shall be as set by the Committee and payable within 28 days after the 1% April in
each year. This will entitle the member to all the facilities of the club. A membership card will be issued on receipt of the subscription suitable for
‘Closed to Club’ M.S.A. governed events. Subscriptions are due on the 1% April each year. New members joining between 31* December and 31%
March shall pay 50% of the full subscription which will take them up to the renewal date on the 1% April of that year. All renewal subscription shall be
at the full rate even though there may have been a lapse in the membership.

(if) FAMILY MEMBERS:- Any number of persons at one address. The annual subscription for family members shall, be as set by the Committee and
payable within 28 days after 1* April in each year, to include 1 competing member, any other competing family member under the age of 18 years
can obtain a membership card at 50% of the full membership fee. At the age of 18, they are expected to obtain their own Full membership card. A
club membership card will be issued to family members and they shall be entitled to vote at meetings.
Any member who does not pay his/her subscription by the due date may be deemed to have resigned from the club.
5/. ELECTION OF OFFICERS:-
(1) Al officials shall be elected by a majority vote of members present at each Annual General Meeting or at an Extraordinary General Meeting
called for that purpose of which each member shall have received 21 days notice in writing.

(lll) OTHER OFFICIALS
1. HON. SOLICITOR
2. AUDITOR
The Committee shall co-opt other members for a specific purpose. Any Committee Member who during a club year fails to attend 75% of ALL
meetings, without tendering an acceptable apology, shall not be eligible for re-election the following year.
6a/. PRESIDENT :- The President shall be elected by a majority vote of members at the Annual General Meeting, and shall hold office for a period
of three years, during which time he/she will be an ex-officio member of the Committee.
6b/. VICE PRESIDENTS :- The number of Vice Presidents shall be a maximum of five and that they should be elected by the Committee and should
hold office for a period of three years during which time they shall be ex-officio members of the Committee. Before election, Vice Presidents
shall have served on the General Committee for two years.
7/. HONORARY LIFE MEMBERS :- Honorary Life Members shall be elected by the general Committee and they shall have the rights to attend
Committee Meetings. This appointment shall be an honor conferred by the Committee as an appreciation of services to “The Club’ .
8/. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING :- The Annual General meeting shall be held each year within 14 days of June 1%
9/. CONTROL OF THE CLUB
(a)_The Club shall be governed by a Committee constituted as in 5(1) above.
(b) At all events organised by the Club the decision of the Stewards appointed by the Club and /or the M.S.A. shall be final.
(c) Additions or amendments to rules may be made only at an Annual General Meeting or at an Extraordinary General meeting called for that
purpose.
10/. QUORUM :- No business shall be transacted at any meeting unless a quorum is present when the meeting proceeds to business. Four members of
the committee present in person shall be a quorum for Committee meetings and 15 members shall be a quorum for a General meeting.
11/. CLUB BADGES :- Members are expected to obtain the club badge , at the price ruling ,within one month of joining the Club.
12/. DISCIPLINE :- The Committee may expel or suspend a member convicted of motoring offense, if these are considered to prejudice the interests of
the Club. The Committee is empowered to expel from the Committee any member whom they consider has severely brought the Club into disrepute or
has failed to carry out his duties to an acceptable standard.
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
